A To achieve LEED-NC certification, buildings must meet all
prerequisites in the Rating System and earn a minimum of 40 points
(LEED-NC). The flexibility of the Rating System allows building
owners, managers, and practitioners to determine which credits to
pursue based on performance goals. LEED for New Construction
ratings are awarded according to the following point thresholds.

LEED 2009 - New Construction Ratings:
C Certified 40-49 points
C Silver 50-59 points
C Gold 60-79 points

C Platinum  80-110 points
